Because after he inadvertently charves during a nationwide hunt for
unusual talents, his charving puts him on the path to fame and fortune. Suddenly, he's the star of the school . . . but he's
not sure that he wants to shine that way. This is Sarah Weeks at her best -- funny, clever, and kid-friendly.

Nora Rose Rowley is a genius, but don't tell anyone. She's managed to make it to the fifth grade without anyone figuring
out that she's not just an ordinary kid, and she wants to keep it that way.

fatalities.

The legislative changes prohibit motorists from composing, sending, or reading messages, or accessing the Internet
while driving.

The changes also prohibit motorists from talking on a cell phone while driving through a construction zone or a
school zone.

Finally, those who have teenage drivers also should be aware that the new law prohibits motorists under age 19 from
using a cell phone at all while driving. The ban includes personal digital assistants and portable or mobile computers.

Parents—you no longer have to dig through backpacks and shuffle through countless sheets of paper to find that
flyer you’re looking for.

District 15 has gone “green” in its approach to distributing community flyers. Rather than sending flyers home with
students via backpack mail (which previously only took place at the elementary level), flyers are now posted on the
D15 E-Flyers webpage for all to view or print 24/7. A limited number of flyers are also available in the school’s flyer
rack for students or parents to pick up (if an organization chooses to provide them.)

It is estimated that this will save nearly 2,000 “man hours” per year spent sorting and handling the materials, not to
mention the number of trees and other resources saved.

Special Olympic try-outs (cont)

The Special Olympics offers students a chance to be part of a team through an extracurricular program designed
specifically for them. It helps students learn how to make friends and play with others, as well as gain a better sense
of self while developing social and self-help skills.

To be eligible to participate in District 15’s Special Olympics program, a student must be at least 8 years old on or
before the date of competition and:

¢ have been identified by an agency or professional as having an intellectual disability; or

e have a cognitive delay (learn slower than their peers) as determined by standardized measures; or

e have significant learning or vocational problems due to cognitive delays which require or have required
specially-designed instruction.
