Primary Book Suggestions: 
Skippyjon Jones by Judy Schachner 
Move over, Eloise and Olivia. Make room for Skippyjon Jones, a Siamese kittenboy who can't resign himself to being 
an ordinary cat. Having a time-out in his room, he resorts to his imagination. Taking on the superhero persona of the 
great Spanish sword fighter Skippito, he has the adventure of his life, and readers are invited along. Zany, wild, and 
over-the-top, this utterly original book truly begs to be read aloud. 
Goldilicious by Victoria Kann 
Being Pinkalicious is pinkatastic, especially when she's accompanied by her pet unicorn, Goldilicious. Goldie is a 
roller-skating, kite-flying, high-jumping unicorn who will protect Pinkalicious from the evil wizardry of her little brother, 
Peter. Together, Pinkalicious and Goldilicious can conquer anything! 
When Dinosaurs Came with Everything by Elise Broach 
Just when a little boy thinks he's going to die of boredom from running errands with his mom, the most remarkable, the 
most stupendous thing happens. He discovers that on this day, and this day only, stores everywhere are giving away a 
very special treat with any purchase. No, not the usual lollipop or sticker. Something bigger. Much, MUCH bigger. It's a 
dream come true, except...what exactly do you do with these Jurassic treats? And how do you convince Mom to let 
you keep them? 
Bats at the Beach by Brian Lies 
Quick, call out! Tell all you can reach: the night is just perfect for bats at the beach! 
So pack your buckets, banjos, and blanketsðdonôt forget the moon-tan lotionðand wing with this bunch of fuzzy bats 
to where foamy sea and soft sand meet.  Brian Liesôs enchanting art and cheery beachside verse will inspire bedtime 
imaginations again and again. Come visit a bedazzling world of moonlight, firelight, and . . . bats! 
 
Intermediate Book Suggestions: All reviews are from Barnes and Noble. 
Artemis Fowl: The Time Paradox by Eoin Colfer 
Artemis is just beginning to relax and settle into his new lifeôs routine when his mother becomes gravely ill. The only 
cure: a unique lemurôs brain fluid. The only problem: that lemur`s species has been extinct for seven years. With 
Captain Holly Short of the Fairy LEP by his side and N°1 the demon warlock fueling their time travel escapade, he 
begins his journey into the past in hopes of capturing the last lemur before its murderer gets it. But Artemisôs latest 
plan may be the first to fail, because this time around he is up against the cleverest enemy yet.  
Inkdeath (Inkheart Trilogy #3) by Cornelia Funke 
The masterful conclusion to the epic, award-winning, bestselling INKHEART trilogy by internationally acclaimed author 
Cornelia Funke. The Adderhead--his immortality bound in a book by Meggie's father, Mo--has ordered his henchmen 
to plunder the villages. The peasants' only defense is a band of outlaws led by the Bluejay--Mo's fictitious double, 
whose identity he has reluctantly adopted. But the Book of Immortality is unraveling, and the Adderhead again fears 
the White Women of Death. To bring the renegade Bluejay back to repair the book, the Adderhead kidnaps all the 
children in the kingdom, dooming them to slavery in his silver mines unless Mo surrenders. First Dustfinger, now Mo: 
Can anyone save this cursed story? 
The Thief Lord by Cornelia Funke 
Two orphaned brothers, Prosper and Bo, have run away to Venice, where crumbling canals and misty alleyways 
shelter a secret community of street urchins. Leader of this motley crew of lost children is a clever, charming boy with 
a dark history of his own: He calls himself the Thief Lord. Prosper and Bo relish their new "family" and life of petty 
crime. But their cruel aunt and a bumbling detective are on their trail. And posing an even greater threat to the boys' 
freedom is something from a forgotten past: a beautiful magical treasure with the power to spin time itself.   THE 
THIEF LORD was the first of internationally acclaimed author CORNELIA FUNKE's novels to be translated from her 
native German into English, and was awarded the prestigious Batchelder award when it was originally published in 
hardcover in 2003.  
Artemis Fowl: The Graphic Novel by Eoin Colfer, 
Children's Literature-Review States: Artemis Fowl fans will not be disappointed with this graphic adaptation of the 
popular character from the series by the same name. A brief prologue introduces Artemis and provides the back story 
for unfamiliar readers. Fans may find it difficult to change their own visual images of the characters in this book as they 
are brought to life now on the printed page; they may gain some comfort in knowing that Fowlôs original creator was 
involved in this project, too. The underground fairy world, Foolyôs inventions and Fowl manor are brought to life, as 
well. The storyline stays true to the plot of the original book, and characters remain the same. The colors of the book 
are visually appealing, though the frames and text are small. The text size may be too small for some readers. This 
book is going to be a hit with Fowl fans and is sure to bring the reluctant reader to this fascinating fantasy series.
